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Chinese Communists Harvest Live Human Body Organs
Earlier this year, Canadians David Mata, a barrister and David Kilgour, a member of parliament, published a comprehensive, magisterial,  two hundred page report into a little known perversion of the illegitimate Chinese Communist regime led by Hu Jintao.   Its title is fully descriptive: 

“Bloody Harvest:  Revised Report into Allegations of Organ Harvesting of 
Falun Gong Practitioners in China”.  

I would recommend reading the full report, with all its appendices and references.  But if you don't have the time, I have summarised its main, shocking findings, and added a few titbits of my own.  
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Whilst the focus of the report is the invidious extraction and sale of body organs from live Falun Gong practitioners and their concomitant murder, the authors set this crime in the context of the litany of crimes against humanity perpetrated by Chinese Comm​unists throughout their six-decade reign of terror, solely to enrich and defend the Party and its élite.  China’s Communist regime has killed more innocents than Nazi Germany and Stalinist Russia combined, 100 million of its  victims the result of a single person, Mao Tse Tung, truly the most evil human ever to have walked the earth.  I prepared this chart in 2005 from available data, before Jung Chang published her “Mao: The Unknown Story” and revealed the true, ghastly statistic of 100m.  
Yet even in today's post-Mao era of headlong economic development and globalised trade, 

· girl children in China are killed, abandoned and neglected in massive numbers; 

· torture is widespread; 

· the death penalty is both extensive and arbitrary; 

· more people are executed than in all other countries combined; 

· religious belief is violently suppressed. 

Transplant hospitals are both private and military, in either case run for profit and financed by transplant recipients.  For example, Beijing's Armed Police General Hospital boasts that it makes some 30m yuan ($4m) a year from transplants.  

Their most lucrative market is foreign “transplant tourists” who cannot get, or afford, the operation at home (usually due to organ unavailability).   

China has no organized system of voluntary organ donation.  The immediate source of transplant organs is, apart from a few traffic accident victims, prisoners condemned to death.  But the Chinese system is such that no-one enquires too deeply whether a particular prisoner, whose heart, lungs, liver, kidneys and eyes have been harvested, was in fact sentenced to death.  By definition, prisoners have no human rights in China.  Moreover, you can be sentenced to death merely for non-violent political or economic crimes.  

Nevertheless the temptation to look further afield than prisoners sentenced to death is, it seems, irresistible.  That's where the Falun Gong come in.  

Organ transplant surgery in China over the past few years has become a booming business, with, for example, over 500 liver transplant centres alone (typical price $100,000 per liver).  China reported no fewer than 200,000 organ transplants in 2005, putting it second only to the USA in number.  Where is and who is China's large donor population?  The transplant count far exceeds what is available from the miniscule voluntary donors plus the number of executed prisoners (up to 10,000 according to Amnesty International).  

The overwhelming majority of prisoners of conscience in Chinese prisons are from Falun Gong, which the authorities denounce as an “evil cult”.  But it bears none of the characteristics of a cult, not even a formal membership system.  It simply amounts to methods of meditation through exercises intended to improve physical and spiritual health and fitness, without a whisper of ideology or politics.  Its only meetings are when adherents get together to do their exercises.  Its biggest sin seems to have been that in 1999 it had 70 million such adherents, compared to only 60m members of the Communist Party of China.  This fed Communist paranoia, and led to 

· legislation which banned it that year as a “heretical organization”, coupled with

· the poisonous policy of “defaming their reputations, bankrupting them financially and destroying them physically”.  
Incitement to hatred, redolent of Jews in Hitler's Germany, became official policy, and indeed has managed to reduce sympathy among the general population.  
Massive arrests followed, with Falun Gong adherents herded into re-education-through-labor camps with a capacity of 300,000, where thousands of them died.  
When arrested, large numbers of adherents refuse to identify themselves for fear of persecution of their families and friends.  They become particularly vulnerable to abuse - and organ harvesting - since no-one on the outside has a clue where they are or even if they are in custody.   
Falun Gong adherents brought into custody are routinely singled out for blood and organ testing, unlike other detainees.  The purpose is patently not for the sake of improving the adherents' health; it can only be for future organ donation.  
Falun Gongers today constitute a prison population whom the Chinese authorities habitually vilify, dehumanize, depersonalize, marginalize even more than prisoners sentenced to death for criminal offences.  

It is in this environment that China, unlike any other country, finds itself awash in living organs for transplant, as attested by the short waiting times of just a week or a month that its hospitals advertise, compared with 2-4 years in, say, Canada.  This is only explicable if you have a bank of live donors waiting to be killed for their organs.  Why, one Chinese hospital openly admits “Our organs do not come from brain death victims because the state of the organ may not be good”.   
Falun Gong prisoners are the obvious, and - with 70m practitioners - virtually unlimited, source.  

The transplant operations are conducted in conditions of exceptional secrecy, often in the middle of the night by surgeons the patients have never met, and this even for wealthy foreign patients who have flown in especially for the operation.  Since the Chinese government has admitted using executed prisoners for organ transplants, why the secrecy - unless live Falun Gongers are being dispatched for their organs?  
The western world seems to adopt a “see no evil hear no evil” attitude.  
· Most western doctors endorse transplant tourism or at least ask no questions; 
· no laws that restrict dubious transplant practices at home extend extra-territorially (unlike, for example, anti-paedophilia laws); 
· western pharmaceutical companies happily sell anti-rejection drugs in large quantities to the Chinese; 
· some western healthcare organisations (government and private) fund Chinese transplants for their citizens/subscribers, as well as their after-care.  
Bear in mind that there is no national network for the matching and sharing of organs.  On the other hand, if you phone a Chinese hospital wanting to talk to someone about getting a transplant for yourself, you're quite likely to be put through to the local prison or court, because that's where harvested organs are distributed.  Sometimes you will be told that there are several suitable, living Falun Gong adherents available.  Under-cover investigators have recorded telephone conversations to this effect across China with hospital, court and prison officials, and even with doctors.  
The methodology appears to be that a Falun Gong prisoner is selected for his suitable blood and tissue matches.  He is then anaesthetised and, while still alive, his organs are removed to meet the immediate demand of the paying patient.  Of course he does not survive the experience and his body is then cremated, destroying all evidence.  
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2000, just after his organs, including heart and brain, were removed and he was crudely re-sown, is one of the very few pieces of photographic evidence of such crimes.  
______________
The authors believe that there has been and continues today to be large scale organ seizures (kidneys, livers, corneas, hearts all command high prices) from unwilling Falun Gong practitioners.
This damning picture emerges not from any one single item of proof, but rather from piecing together a great deal of disparate yet verifiable, usually incontestable evidence, while noting the singular absence of “disproofs”.  
The report ends with a list of recommendations.  They are so pertinent, comprehensive and pithy that I cannot summarise them.  But the list is not very long, so here it is.  
______________
a) General
1) The current form of dialogue between Canada and China over human rights should cease.  In hindsight, the Canadian Government erred in agreeing to the talk fests in exchange for Canada no longer co-sponsoring the yearly motion criticizing China's government at the then UN Human Rights Commission. 
2) All detention facilities, including forced labour camps, must be opened for international community inspection through the International Committee for the Red Cross or other human rights or humanitarian organization.
3) China and every other state now party to the Convention against Torture, including Canada, should accede to the Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture.
b) Organ Harvesting
4) Organ harvesting in China from prisoners should cease. 
5) The military in China should get out of the organ transplant business.
6) Organ harvesting of unwilling donors where it is either systematic or widespread is a crime against humanity.  Criminal authorities in China should investigate the charge of organ harvesting from unwilling donors for possible prosecution.
7) Foreign states should enact extra-territorial legislation penalizing participation in organ harvesting without consent.
8) State medical funding systems should deny reimbursement for commercial organ transplants abroad and aftercare funding for those benefiting from such transplants 
9) Any person known to be involved in trafficking in the organs of prisoners in China should be barred entry by all foreign countries.
10) Until China stops harvesting organs from prisoners of any sort,
i) foreign governments should not issue visas to doctors from China seeking to travel abroad for the purpose of training in organ or bodily issue transplantation,
ii) foreign medical transplant personnel should not travel to China for training or collaboration in transplant surgery,
iii) contributions to scholarly journals on transplant research drawn from the Chinese experience should be rejected,
iv) medical ld actively discourage their patients from travelling to China for transplant surgery,
v) pharmaceutical companies should not export anti-rejection drugs or any other drugs solely used in transplantation surgery to China,
vi) foreign states should ban the export of anti-rejection drugs or any other drugs solely used in transplantation surgery to China.
11) The onus should be on foreign professionals to determine beyond any reasonable doubt that the source of organ donation in China is voluntary before there is any referral to China or any cooperation with China relating to organ transplants.  
12) The medical profession in every foreign country should set up a voluntary reporting system to accumulate aggregate data about patients who have travelled to China for transplants.
13) Chinese hospitals should keep records of the source of every transplant.  These records should be available for inspection by international human rights officials.
14) Every organ transplant donor should consent to the donation in writing. These consents should be available for inspection by international human rights officials.
15) The Government of China should promote voluntary organ donation from its own population.
16) Foreign states should issue travel advisories warning its population that organ transplants in China are sourced almost entirely from unconsenting prisoners, whether sentenced to death or Falun Gong practitioners.
C) Falun Gong
17) The repression, imprisonment and mistreatment of Falun Gong practitioners should stop. 
18) The harvesting of organs of Falun Gong practitioners should cease.  
19) Governmental, non-governmental and inter-governmental human rights organizations should take seriously the charges this report addresses and make their own determinations whether or not they are true. 
______
The Chinese of course deny everything in the report.  But they have apparently managed to disprove only two items in an earlier edition of it: that two cities mentioned in the report are attributed to the wrong provinces.  
______
It is a truly harrowing report.  
I am grateful to a Chinese gentleman in Australia who stumbled upon my site.  
My Pet Hate, the “unlawful killing and harming of humans”, 
seemed to appeal to him.  
Having read a post about China's Great Famine, the handiwork of Mao, 
he kindly provided me with the link to the report
but wishes to remain anonymous.

Late Note (6th June 2007)
This story just gets worse and worse the more you research it.  The Epoch Times is an international newspaper that provides uncensored coverage of events in China.  It has described in further detail not only the grisly process of organ harvesting, but also that China exports live donors, overwhelmingly Falun Gongers, who are harvested, killed and cremated in other countries.  The key to all this is that fake identities are created, and donor consent forms are signed in the fake names, which  presumably satisfies the sensibilities of the foreign hospitals and recipients.  
Primary responsibility for organ harvesting and trade rests with the Chinese military, who not only seem to be very well organised compared to the State, but also maintain a strict and effective omerta with death for those who break it.  .

Apology to the Russians
The lead post in Issue #150 a month ago was entitled “Offended, Vindictive Ruskies”.  
It described how Peter, a veteran of the second world war's Arctic Convoys, which shipped - at great peril from German U-boats - war materials, food and liberated POWs to northern Russia, had been denied a Russian medal recognizing his bravery in 1944.  At least six other Irish veterans of the Arctic Convoys had been so honoured some years previously.  
The reason, conveyed to him unofficially, was that he had caused offence by writing three uncomplimentary accounts of some of the things he had observed during his voyages to Murmansk and Archangel, within the Arctic Circle in Northern Russia.  
I concluded my post by observing that 
“though Peter also writes much that is complimentary about Russia, particularly its artistic prowess, this counts as naught compared to the offence [the Russians] have taken.  As does his long and supportive involvement with the Ireland-USSR Society.  Also of no value, in their eyes, is the fact that he risked life and limb helping their countrymen in their hour of need, and as a volunteer not a conscript ... Hell hath no fury like a Russian confronted with an unflattering truth.”  
Last week, however, the Russian Embassy wrote to Peter inviting him to be presented with a medal recognising what he had done and risked in 1944 to help the USSR.  In the Embassy, following a small speech by the First Secretary (the Ambassador happened to be overseas), who accurately and with gratitude described Peter's contribution during the “Great Patriotic War of 1941-45”, he pinned to the lapel of Peter's jacket a gold medal on a red, gold and black ribbon.  On one side, it bears a big “60”, to commemorate six decades since the war ended.  Peter was undisguisedly thrilled at this gracious gesture.
For my part, I unreservedly withdraw and apologise for my disparaging comments in Issue #150, and salute the Russian Embassy for their courteous action.  
And I congratulate Peter for the well-deserved recognition of his courage.  
Paisley Pattern of Gay Dislike
Rampantly Protestant Ian Paisley Junior is a junior minister on the staff of senior minister Ian Paisley Senior, who runs Northern Ireland in tandem with his hated nemesis Sinn Féin.  
Senior also runs 
· the DUP which he founded, 
· the Free Presbyterian Church which he founded, and
· the European Institute of Protestant Studies, 
which he founded.
Last month, Junior got himself in hot water with the press in an interview with (subscription-only) Hot Press.  He's clearly off-message when it comes to homosexuality: 
“I am, unsurprisingly, a straight person.  I am pretty repulsed by gay and lesbianism. I think it is wrong.  I think that those people harm themselves and – without caring about it - harm society.  That doesn’t mean to say that I hate them. I mean, I hate what they do.  I think they should just free them[selves] from being gay.”  More details here.  
That great champion of human rights, Sinn Féin, was first out of the block in condemning him for his “dangerous homophobia”, and potentially breaking equality legislation.  “Comments such as this cause great harm and distress. They feed into the attitudes that fester and lead to homophobic violence”, sobbed one of their lady MLAs.  
Northern Ireland's other republican party, the SDLP was quick to add its righteous anger to the bandwagon, with its Equality Spokeswoman (shouldn't that be Spokesperson?) expressing her own outrage in similar terms.  
Then the Alliance Party chair moaned that the “comments were disgraceful and extremely irresponsible”.
Gay rights campaigner Andrew Muir added that 29% of young people have attempted suicide because of the homophobia that Junior seemed to be encouraging.  
Down in Dublin, not to be outdone, the (subscription-only) Irish Times made its own subtle little contribution in a report which, per this transcription, quoted the offending sentences, but dishonestly replaced the words “That doesn’t mean to say that I hate them” with three little dots ... The paper clearly feared the original wording might encourage people to draw an honourable inference from Junior's little gay-hatred rant.  
In fairness to it, however, it later published a letter from me pointing out that the omission was dishonest.  
Meanwhile, Junior himself seemed to go into hiding.  
There is pattern to Mr Paisley's behaviour.  For example, he is on the record for disliking pro-homosexual policies such as civil unions, gay parades and, er, pink buses (yes!).  Enunciating such rash views once earned him a formal censure from the Northern Ireland Policing Board, whatever that means.  
Yet look at what he actually said in Hot Press.  
The words which the Irish Times so cleverly omitted make it clear that, in effect, he hates not gays but what they do, which is a perfectly respectable position to take.  Why should someone have to “like” the act of buggery, or for that matter why should a gay or lesbian be expected to “like” the idea of straight sex? There's nothing reprehensible in disliking, or being repulsed by, other people's actions.  For example I am pretty disgusted by the act of drunken vomiting on the street on a Saturday night, but that doesn't mean I hate the vomiters once they sober up.  
This type of dislike is, moreover, entirely within keeping of, ironically, a long-standing Catholic dictum to “love the sinner not the sin”.  
On the other hand, Junior's belief that gays can “free themselves from being gay” demonstrates profound ignorance rather than homophobia. No-one says people should “free themselves from having a club-foot, or Downs syndrome”, so why a congenital condition of homosexuality? 
Yet his evident belief that homosexuality is a curable disease, like leprosy, is another bit of teaching espoused by the Vatican.  
Could it be that Ian Paisley Junior is a closet Papist?  Don't tell his Dad.
